Instructions for large figure cut-outs:

· Look for a graphics shop, display producer or printer that can produce large format prints from digital files. Such services are more and more common. Many service providers can produce prints at least 36” wide.  A 36” printer would require piecing together the character art, as all are at least 48” wide.  Some shops can print 48” or larger. Ask them how wide they can print and if they can laminate and cut out the characters as part of their service. This is recommended. 

· You will also need to tell the printer if this is for indoor or outdoor use. Indoor-only is less expensive since they will use water-based inks.

· The material that the characters are mounted on is important. For maximum durability use 3mm Komatex or similar PVC plastic board. It will take power tools to trim to size.

· Less durable materials would be Gatorboard (various thicknesses) or foamcore. They are easier to work with.

· An easel needs to be built and mounted on the back if the characters will be freestanding. 

· Each of the five characters, about six feet tall, will cost around $600, for a total of $3,000.
